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Student Exchange Agreement
between


Universidade Estadual de Londrina
and

Universidad Veracruzana
On behalf of its Rector Dr. Berenice Quinzani Jordão, in her capacity of Rector of the Universidade Estadual de Londrina, (hereafter abbreviated as UEL) may exercise the competencies conferred on the Article 94.1 of the Statutes of the Universidade Estadual de Londrina, approved by Decree 128/2004,dated Jun 30st , located at Avda. Blasco Ibáñez, 13, 46010, Brasil; and by Dr. Dra. Sara Deifilia Ladrón de Guevara González, Rector of Universidad Veracruzana (hereafter abbreviated as UV), in accordance with Articles 4 section I,8, section I, 9 and 10 of the Autonomy Law, as in the Articles  36 and 37 of the Organic Law, and from Articles 19 to 28, 32 and 33 of the General University Council regulations, based on the appointment granted in her favor by the Governing Board, dated August 30th 2017, located at Edificio "A" de Rectoría, tercer piso, Lomas del Estadio s/n, Zona Universitaria de Xalapa, Veracruz, México, Código Postal 91090, both parties agree enter into the following Student Exchange Agreement, hereafter named “The parties”, with the aim to promote the development of mutual cooperation under the following: 

1.
Administration Body

The exchange program shall be administered through the International Relations Office of Universidade Estadual de Londrina and the Coordination of Academic and Student Mobility at Universidad Veracruzana.

2.
Duration of Exchanges

Each institution agrees to exchange individual students for one semester or 
an academic year, ideally on a one-to-one basis. Exchange students will be enrolled for a period established by the host institution:
· For Universidad Veracruzana: the first semester is from February to July, and the second is from August to January.

3.
Number of Students to be exchanged

In principle, each institution may send up to two (2) students each year for a full
year or up to four (4) students for a semester. However, this number may vary in any given year, provided a balance of exchange is obtained over a five-year term. 

4.
Student Program Fees / Benefits at Host Institution

Each student will pay his or her regular tuition and fees to the home institution and will receive the customary benefits from the host institution. However, additional benefits for the exchange student may be provided by mutual agreement. The host institution agrees to assist the exchange student in finding suitable accommodations during the stay. All meal, accommodation and travel costs will be the responsibility of the individual student. Miscellaneous fees such as special course fees, key deposits, books, etc., will be paid directly by each participant.
5.
Insurance

Each participant should purchase his or her own health and accident 
insurance before his arrival at the host institution. Proof of adequate insurance coverage must be submitted to the international office of each institution.

6.
Dependents

The obligations of each institution under this agreement are limited to the 
exchange students only and do not extend to spouses or dependents. Expenses of accompanying spouses and dependents are the responsibility of the exchange student.

7.
Student Eligibility

It is understood that both institutions will strive to designate only well-
qualified students for participation in the exchange program. Students must meet all the eligibility and language proficiency requirements as established by the host institution. All additional requirements will be listed in applicable the “Call for applications”.
8.
Academic Status of Students
All students will remain enrolled as regular degree candidates at the home
institution and will not be enrolled as candidates for degrees at the host institution. Credits toward the student’s degree are to be awarded by the home institution. To this end, a learning agreement should be signed by the study coordinators of the respective faculties or institutes of both universities. Students are expected to maintain the minimum of course load/credits that the home institution requires from them at the host institution. If available and possible, they could extend this course load. Students enrolled in the host institution will be subject to the same rules and regulations as local students.

10.      Effective Date and Termination of Agreement

This agreement comes into effect on the date of the last signature for an initial period of four (4) years and can be renewed for another four-year period by mutual consent of the Parties. Extension may be subject to the existence of actual cooperation activities in the previous five-year period of contract. If the contract is not actively renewed, it expires automatically.  Modifications to this MOU may be made by mutual agreement.
On the anniversary of the agreement, each institution will submit a brief report indicating any imbalances in student numbers and/or other issues regarding the programs. Either Party may terminate this agreement at any time by serving a written notice to the other party. Such terminations will take effect six months from the date of that written notice.
